The big news this month is that the new display featuring the UP Automat ic Train Control Sys­

tem or ATCS is nea r ly completed. All the hardware is installed and the display is there fo r a ll 

to see. Bo rrowing a term from th e computer fo lks we are in the " Beta" test mode. The dis­

play w orks but we ar e st ill tweaking the presentation and operational procedures to make it 

easier to start up and to explain to the visitor. 

The display provides a schematic diagram of th e track between Roseville and Reno. showing the 

individual t rack segments and switches along the way. Yo u can watch the status of the track 

change as a t rain moves alo ng. Ifa sect ion of track is open and unassigned it is shown as white. 

W hen the dispatcher assigns the section to a specific trai n, it changes to green, and when the 

train moves into the seg ment it tu rn s red and then back to white as the train moves out. 

Wh ile yo u can't actually see the trains, you can track their movement as the red bars move 

alo ng the tracks. Not on ly is this illustrat ive of how trains move over Donner Pass, it gives us a 

too l to answer ou r most frequently asked 

question: "W hen is the next train coming?" 

Although we have only a cou ple of weeks ex­

perience, the response fro m visito rs so far 

has been very positi ve . It is going to be a 

great addition to the museum. I want to 

thank Roger Skinner and Ed Larsen wh o we re 

the prime movers in getting this d isplay up 

and running. So co me see it. It's neat .

We have had some very good meet ings with Rick Hol liday regarding th e build out of the Rail­

yard project in Dow ntown Truckee. Rick has stated that he wi ll star t the long await ed work 

on the project thi s summer. A mong the first things that w ill be done will directly impact the 

Truckee Donner Railroad Society (T D RS). H is plans call for moving the Union Pacific mainte­

nance facilities including the "storage tracks" to the far eastern end of his property. 

The reason that thi s is important to TD RS is that our inventory of ro lling stock (two cranes, 

the Pullman car. the rotary snow plow. our switching engine and ou r storage container) will 

have to be moved from their cur rent location on one of the " storage tracks" . Rick has kindly 

allowed us to store these assets on his pr oper ty for many year s and we knew that we would 

eventually need to move them . It looks like that time will be this summer! W e have dis­

cussed various possible locations for our rolling stock with Rick and w ill meet w ith him again 

in th e near future to get his input so we can develop a movi ng plan. 

We want to thank our docents for contin­

uing to volunteer and allow us to keep the Museum open on Saturday and Sunday of every 

week and we want to thank Don Davis for operating and upgrading the Museum. We are
